Alex : Hi, that's a nice T-shirt! Where did you get it from?

Nagi : TIagree! When we went to Okinawa for our school trip, we saw many foreign tourists.

Yuki : ©OQkinawa has not only foreign tourists but also Japanese tourists. I think it’s
important for us to travel and learn about new places.

Sora : That’s true, butit’s not always a good thing. Have you ever heard about overtourism?

Haru : Yeah, Iknow. Ihear alotaboutitthese days. It happens when many tourists visit

a famous place, and they give the local people some trouble. Ithinkit’sa big problem.
Sora, I remember you were talking about the problems of overtourism.

Sora : Inmy hometown, Kamakura, I saw a tourist who took some pictures of my house, and
I didn’t feel safe. My ’f‘plosest station is always full of people, too. It's hard for me
to get on a train every weekend.

Alex : That sounds difficult.

Sora :  When a place becomes famous, there are problems of overtourism.

Yuki : Yes! Forexample, local people are worried about *littering.

Haru : Ithink so, too. Can we do anything to solve this problém‘?

Nagi : Ithinkifwe put many trash cans in tourist areas, the littering problem will be solved.
Sora ¢ Idon’tthinkso. It'snotsosimple. Trashcans in the park near my house sometimes

*overflow with garbage.

Yuki : Well, I've got anidea. Why don’t we have a *debate? The topic can be “Should trash
cans be put on the streets in tourist areas?” Nagi and I can agree with the topic, and
Sora and Haru can disagree. Is that OK with everyone?

Alex ° If everyone agrees to Yuki’s idea, then I will be the judge, all right? Now, let’s
*prepare for the debate!
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A Haru thinks it is good for Japan to have many tourists from foreign countries.

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Hello, everyone. We are going to have a debate. This is our first time to have a
debate, so let’s make it simple. Please share your opinion, a reason and an example,
OK? Today’s topic is “Should trash cans be put on the streets in tourist areas?”
First, we’ll hear from the people who agree.

I think that trash cans should be put on the streets in tourist areas because people
can easily throw away garbage in them. Take a look at this research. In the U.S.
and in *the Netherlands, there are many trash cans in parks, so everyone can find
another one after every few steps. When there are a lot of trash cans, there will be
*less garbage on the streets.

Thank you, Nagi. Next, we’ll hear from the people who disagree.

I don’t think we should put trash cans on the streets in tourist areas because it is
important to keep the streets beautiful. Everybody will feel sad if their city starts
to look bad because of the trash cans. Everybody should take their garbage back
home.

Thank you, Sora. Then, the people who agree, please.

Sora said that the streets in tourist areas start to look bad by having trash cans.
However, that is not true. By having stylish trash cans that fit the city, the city can
keep the streets clean. For example, I saw cool trash cans in Okinawa and the city
didn’t look bad.

Thank you, Yuki. Finally, the people who disagree, please.

Nagi said that we should have a lot of trash cans on the streets in tourist areas, but
I don’t think so. Having trash cans and collecting their garbage is very expensive.
Here is an example. This newspaper shows some train stations don’t have trash
cans for this reason.

Thank you very much. Both sides had a wonderful debate. Everyone spoke clearly
and made good eye contact, and the speaking speed was just right. I think Yuki gave
a good example of stylish trash cans, but I wanted you to show us some *materials
such as some pictures when you were talking about that example.

Oh, I see, thanks!

By the way, I found an interesting trash can on a website. When you throw away
garbage in it, there is a sound *like the garbage is falling. It *lasts eight seconds.
This trash can is called “The World’s Deepest Bin.” Let’s listen to the sound.

Wow! I feel like the garbage is falling into a deep hole!

We can imagine something falling down because the *pitch keeps getting lower.
Throwing away garbage in it sounds interesting! I would like to create something
like this that can help with overtourism.

That sounds great! I have learned that it’s necessary to listen to different opinions.
Then, we can find new ways to make both tourists and the local people happy.
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
